3. Report of Federation Representative (Eva Kushner) / Rapport de la représentante à la 

Fédération (Eva Kushner) 

The annual conference of the Social Sciences and Humanities Federation took place in November 

2016 at the University of Toronto's Hart House.  Every year, the Federation brings together in an 

interdisciplinary spirit of reflection all the Canadian learned societies active in these fields for 

mutual consultation, discussion of common problems, planning of possible action at the national 

level. The theme of the conference was the relationship between cities, and the humanities and 

social sciences. Meric Gertler, President of the University of Toronto, emphasized the importance 

of the relationship between cities and the social sciences; the impact of the social sciences can

result in more engaged and inclusive cities.  "From climate change to income inequality, from 

public health to missing and murdered indigenous women, from understanding religious or cultural 

divides to finding means to bridge them, from global trade to public transit — in these and so many 

important issues the expertise and insight of humanists and social scientists is urgently needed."  

Let us note that Meric Gertler mentioned humanists as contributors to progress, alongside with the 

more weighty role of social scientists; it is indeed easy to find a list of tasks and research areas in 

which the humanities can contribute to the life of cities, beginning with modes of communication, 

linguistic enrichment, aesthetic influence. 

Stephen Toope, Director of the Munk School of Global Affairs, and President of the Federation, 

pronounced himself challenged by the ideas expressed at the conference; they offer new 

perspectives to the social science disciplines. 

Zahra Ebrahim, co-director of Doblin Canada, spoke of bringing new people into the urban 

development process.  She emphasized the difficulty and the challenge of overcoming individual 

orthodoxies in the decision-making process. 

There was also much emphasis on innovation, a challenging but fruitful concept with respect to 

the role of the humanities. 

David Wolfe, who is professor of Political Science at the University of Toronto (Mississauga), and 

directs the Munk innovation policy lab, stressed the importance of writing skills even as the internet 

now bridges all distances. The teaching of writing encourages young (?) minds to think analytically 

and creatively. 

For all these reasons I did not feel that our Renaissance disciplines were neglected in these 

discussions. On the contrary, I could trace relationships between such visions of facilitating and 

linking human mentalities in the 21st century, and those present in the human communities of the 

past which we study. 

An important benefit for me, for us, was the participation of Prof. Chad Gaffield whom I had 

known at the Social Sciences and Humanities Research Council of which he was president.  

Because he is the incoming president of the Royal Society of Canada I count on him to work on 

promoting relationships and cooperation among the academies of the world, towards building a 

world of which our Renaissance predecessors would have proudly approved. 

 

4. Report of Federation Equity Committee representative (Annick MacAskill, in absentia) /

5. Report of Renaissance and Reformation Editor (Bill Bowen) / Rapport du directeur de 

Renaissance et Réforme (Bill Bowen) 

 

The high quality of the submissions to R&R enabled us to exceed our target of publishing 5 articles 

with roughly 25 book reviews per issue. This happy situation was enhanced by modest 

improvements in the production values of the journal, most notably in our capacity to include a 



 

significant number of colour images. The project of gathering more data on submissions has led to 

the development of a more refined system for tracking subject areas, which is illustrated in the 

following report. The effort to expand global distribution and access continues to bear good results, 

especially in the distribution of R&R through JSTOR. New initiatives include negotiating a 

distribution agreement with Érudit, working with CSRS-SCER on identifying all of the individuals 

engaged in Renaissance studies across Canada, and supporting a project to provide in-depth 

reviews of online resources. We will continue to work on these and other initiatives in order to 

better serve our community. 

 

Editorial Board 

Board members are given 3-year (renewable) terms with expectations clearly specified in the letters 

of appointment. We offer our sincere thanks to Karla Mallette for her service as her term on the 

board came to an end in December 2016. We have since welcomed Gianni Cicali to the team, 

effective January 2017.

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While matters pertaining to the quality and consistency of the data provided by the online 

distributors continue to be a challenge, it is clear that the number of users who are viewing or 

downloading articles from R&R is growing.

Our subscription base continues to change with the times by showing a gradual shift from print to 

online versions of the journal. This is complicated by the possibility that some institutions are 

moving to collection level licenses through such aggregators as EBSCO and JSTOR, rather than 

subscribing directly via Iter. This possibility may be a factor in slow decrease over the past three 

years from our previous stable base of up to 500 subscriptions. This is a little disconcerting because 

aggregators with collection level licenses do not have access to the most recent volumes. However, 

the journal continues to do well financially because the income from JSTOR alone more than 

compensates for the reduction in subscriptions. It will be important to pay close attention such 

changes and, of course, in the direction taken by SSHRC in the next competition for funding. 

 

My heartfelt thanks to Hélène Cazes, Konrad Eisenbichler, the members of the Editorial Board, 

Marian Cosic, Pascale Duhamel, Amyrose McCue Gill, Megan O’Connor, Anabela Piersol and the 

staff at Iter Inc. for a successful year.

9. Report of Vice-President (Luc Vaillancourt) / Rapport du vice-président (Luc 

Vaillancourt) 

 

Erasmus Prize / Prix Érasme 

The 2016 Erasmus Prize for the best paper by a student member is awarded to Jenna Townend 

(Loughborough University, UK) for her paper, “The Network of George Herbert’s Imitators: A 

Quantitative Approach.” The awards committee found noteworthy the careful use of a quantitative 

approach (namely, methods of network analysis) in conjunction with qualitative questions about 

literary imitation and influence in relation to George Herbert's poetry, as well as the successful 

merging of scholarly approaches from digital humanities with more traditional literary inquiry. 

The question of how to measure a poet's influence on others is an important one, and this paper 

gives new tools to explore that issue, while still allowing space for close reading and analysis. This 

methodology precisely delineates imitative textual connections from social connections between 

writers. The digital mapping of dissemination networks might be seen as part of the “spatial turn” 

in historical studies, and so this paper intersects with a number of important fields. 

 

Le prix Érasme 2017 saluant la meilleure communication présentée par un membre étudiant de la 

SCÉR a été attribué à Jenna Townend (Université Loughborough, GB) pour son étude sur « Le 

réseau d’imitateurs de George Hebert : une approche quantitative ». Le comité a souligné la 

pertinence de l’approche quantitative (en l’occurrence, les méthodes d’analyse du réseau) en 



 

conjonction avec des enjeux qualitatifs relatifs à l’imitation et à l’influence exercée par la poésie 

de George Herbert, de même que l’heureuse fusion de méthodologies inspirées des humanités 

numériques et d’études littéraires plus traditionnelles. Déterminer l’influence d’un poète sur les 

autres est une question problématique et cette communication offre de nouveaux outils pour 

l’explorer, cependant qu’elle procède à une lecture analytique très serrée. Cette méthodologie 

départage précisément les liens textuels des liens sociaux entretenus par les auteurs. La 

cartographie numérique de tels réseaux peut être envisagée comme un tournant important pour les 

études historiques, et la contribution de Jenna Townend se trouve à la croisée de champs 

d’investigation importants. 

 

Montaigne Prize / Prix Montaigne 

The 2016 Montaigne Prize for the best paper by a non-student member is awarded to Don Beecher 

(Carleton University) for his paper, “The Mentality of the Collector: The Tradescants, father and 

son, from the Ark to the Ashmolean.” The jury found great merit in the author’s approach and 

observed that the strength of this paper is in its argument that the cabinet of curiosities can be a 

key to unlocking the early modern mind. These cabinets are in a sense brains, bringing together a 

philosophical world view in material form. The collections are types of encyclopedia which give 

insights into the ways learned men such as the Tradescants straddled the worlds of wonder and 

science. 

 

Le prix Montaigne 2016, saluant la meilleure communication donnée par un membre non étudiant 

de la SCÉR, a été attribué à Don Beecher (Université Carleton) pour sa présentation intitulée « Les 

Tradescant, père et fils, de l’Arche à l’Ashmolean ». Le comité a jugé l’approche de l’auteur très 

méritoire dans la mesure où il envisage le cabinet des curiosités comme un moyen d’accéder à 

l’esprit de la première modernité. Ces cabinets correspondent en quelque sorte à des « cerveaux », 

capables d’exprimer une conception philosophique du monde sous forme matérielle. En fait, ces 

collections constituent de véritables encyclopédies qui donnent à voir comment des érudits comme 

les Tradescant naviguaient avec aisance du monde des merveilles à celui des sciences. 

 

Le comité remercie tous ceux qui ont soumis leurs textes pour les prix Érasme et Montaigne 2016. 

La SCÉR / CSRS exprime aussi sa reconnaissance envers les membres du comité, Victoria Burke, 

Claude La Charité et le président du jury, Luc Vaillancourt, pour la lecture attentive et les 

commentaires perspicaces de chacune des contributions. S’il reconnaît que la participation a été 

moins forte que par le passé, il se réjouit de la variété des sujets traités. Au demeurant, il aimerait 

souligner que tous les textes soumis seraient publiables avec de légères modifications. Nous 

encourageons donc tous les auteurs à envoyer leur texte à la revue Renaissance and Reformation / 

Renaissance et Réforme dans les meilleurs délais. 

 

The awards committee thanks all those who submitted papers for both prizes. The CSRS / SCÉR 

expresses gratitude to the members of the awards committee, Victoria Burke, Claude La Charité, 

and chair Luc Vaillancourt, for their careful readings and comments on the submissions. While 

acknowledging that there were fewer contributions than in the past, the committee notes that all 

submissions were excellent. With some revisions, all of these papers would be publishable, and we 

encourage the authors to submit their work to the journal Renaissance and Reformation / 

Renaissance et Réforme in the near future.

The text submitted must be the paper as delivered 

at the Congress with neither footnotes nor bibliography. The submission must not be longer than 

4,000 words.”

1. Expressions of gratitude 

We thank all of those who have volunteered in various ways to enable the operation of the 

Society, including our Vice-President, Luc Vaillancourt, who has chaired the awards 

adjudication committee, and helped in various, important ways with planning the conference; 

our tireless Treasurer, Paul Dyck, who manages our money and our membership records with 

care and expertise; our Secretary/Newsletter Editor, Diane Desrosiers, who has taken our 

various contributions and transformed them into a professional, bilingual Bulletin three times 

this past year, and recorded the minutes of our meetings, Annick MacAskill, who has served 

as our Federation Equity Rep for several years now, and who very kindly stepped in and 



 

produced the calls for papers when Anne Graham went on leave; our Federation 

Representative, Don Beecher, who has represented us at the Federation meetings for many 

years, as well as Eva Kushner who stepped in for Don and attended the Federation meetings 

on our behalf, and our Regional Representatives who support recruitment and publicizing our 

call for papers in their regions. Thanks to all of you, and in addition, special thanks once more 

to Jason Boyd and Katie Larson for their tireless and still ongoing efforts in organizing this 

conference, which is the largest conference in the Society’s history, with over 100 presenters 

speaking on 34 panels, and 131 registrants as of yesterday. There is breadth and diversity not 

only in topics addressed, but in the range of speakers from graduate students to post docs to 

faculty members, and professors emeriti. We also thank those who organized panels and 

assisted with collaborations with several other associations. Participants from across Canada, 

the U.S., Ireland, Scotland, England, Spain, Italy, and France promise to make this one of our 

most international conferences.  

 

2.   Grants for Plenaries 

We received grants from the CFHSS for both plenaries, one from the International Keynote 

Speaker Fund ($1,000) for the Mireille Huchon plenary on Saturday, and one from the Aid for 

Interdisciplinary Sessions Fund ($1,640.50) for the joint plenary on Monday, shared with the 

CSDH. 

  

3. Memberships for Graduate Student Representatives 

At our Executive meeting on Friday evening, we decided that we will propose a motion to the 

AGM to provide free memberships to graduate students who serve on society committees. 

 

4. Recruitment 

We have done well with recruitment this year, thanks to the efforts of our Treasurer and 

Regional Representatives. We sent greeting cards along with membership renewal notices at 

the end of 2016, and we have two collaborative recruitment projects underway with the journal, 

Renaissance and Reformation. This past spring, the journal sent out 125 copies of one of the 

volumes from the anniversary issue accompanied by a letter signed by Margaret and Luc 

inviting recipients to join the Society. We will be doing the same for Western Canada in the 

fall in preparation for our meeting in Regina next year. We thank Bill Bowen and Marian Cosic 

for this collaboration. 

We are planning a recruitment drive this fall similar those that have been conducted at various 

times in our Society’s history, the last one completed several years ago. Again, we will benefit 

from collaboration with the journal who are giving us access to a list currently being compiled 

of Canadian faculty and graduate students working in Renaissance fields.  We plan to have 

these letters sent out in time for people to submit proposals for the 2018 Regina conference.  

  

5. Website Development and Social Media 

 

We circulated some wording circulated in our April Newsletter with the view of expanding the 

online description of our society’s mandate: 

 

The Society fosters dialogue with other organizations on disciplines, periodization, 

methodologies, and technologies of research.

 Develop a more substantial description of the society’s activities, history, commitment to 

interdisciplinarity, and statement on the advantages of being a member (as stated in our 

recruitment letters 

 Redesign our website, transforming it from a text-only site requiring particular expertise 

and computing programs, to a site that uses graphics, and more importantly, has a content-

management option that can be updated by members of the Board, and that can interface 

with automatic payment vehicles as well as social media. 

 

Motion/Proposition: Margaret Reeves propose that a subcommittee be formed to produce a 

concrete plan for moving ahead with a reinvention of our website. That subcommittee will be 

asked to come up with recommendations on the following: 

 a plan for implementation, including timelines, design principles, and cost for design  

 which web design software (program) is best suited for our needs 

 a plan for web management (e.g. should the role of website manager should be added 

to our Executive committee?) 

 a plan for expanding and presenting the online description of the Society consistent 

with the design principles (minimalist, or content heavy) of the website (that is, making 

item i. compatible with item ii) 

 

 The subcommittee will report back to the Board at our Interim Meeting in February, and 

then bring final recommendations to the AGM next year in Regina.

Welcome to the University of Regina, with three federated colleges: the First Nations University 

of Canada, Campion College and Luther College. The main campus of the University of Regina is 

situated on Treaty 4 lands. These are the territories of the nêhiyawak, Anihšināpēk, and Dakota, 

Lakota, and Nakoda, and the homeland of the Métis. Today, these lands continue to be the shared 

territory of many diverse peoples from near and far. The nêhiyawak originally referred to Regina 

as oskana kā-asastēki which literally means "The place where bones are piled up." This is why 

Regina's nickname is "Pile O'Bones" and this is the origin of the name of our current location in 

Wascana Park.
