Renée-Claude Breitenstein (Université
Brock) vient de faire paraitre un ouvrage
intitulé La rhétorique encomiastique dans
les éloges collectifs de femmes imprimés de
la premiére moitié du XVle siecle (1493-
1555) (Paris, Hermann, 2016.

Plays. The work is published in hardcover
print version and in e-book by Palgrave
Macmillan in the United States and by
Macmillan Publishers in England, with a
2016 imprint.

Erasmus Prize / Prix Erasme

The 2016 Erasmus Prize for the best paper
by a student member is awarded to Jenna

Townend (Loughborough University, UK)
for her paper, “The Network of George
Herbert’s Imitators: A  Quantitative
Approach.” The awards committee found
noteworthy the careful use of a quantitative
approach (namely, methods of network
analysis) in conjunction with qualitative
questions about literary imitation and
influence in relation to George Herbert's
poetry, as well as the successful merging of
scholarly  approaches from  digital
humanities with more traditional literary
inquiry. The question of how to measure a
poet's influence on others is an important
one, and this paper gives new tools to
explore that issue, while still allowing
space for close reading and analysis. This
methodology precisely delineates imitative
textual connections  from social
connections between writers. The digital
mapping of dissemination networks might
be seen as part of the “spatial turn” in
historical studies, and so this paper
intersects with a number of important
fields.

Le prix Erasme 2017 saluant la meilleure
communication présentée par un membre
étudiant de la SCER a été attribué a Jenna
Townend (Université Loughborough, GB)
pour son étude sur « Le réseau d’imitateurs
de George Hebert: wune approche
quantitative ». Le comité a souligné la
pertinence de 1’approche quantitative (en
I’occurrence, les méthodes d’analyse du
réseau) en conjonction avec des enjeux
qualitatifs relatifs a [Dimitation et a
I’influence exercée par la poésie de George
Herbert, de méme que 1’heureuse fusion de
méthodologies inspirées des humanites
numériques et d’études littéraires plus
traditionnelles. Déterminer I’influence d’un
poete sur les autres est une question
problématique et cette communication
offre de nouveaux outils pour I’explorer,
cependant qu’elle procede a une lecture
analytique tres serrée. Cette méthodologie
départage précisement les liens textuels des
liens sociaux entretenus par les auteurs. La
cartographie numérique de tels réseaux
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peut étre envisagée comme un tournant
important pour les études historiques, et la
contribution de Jenna Townend se trouve a
la croisée de champs d’investigation
importants.

Montaigne Prize / Prix Montaigne

The 2016 Montaigne Prize for the best
paper by a non-student member is awarded
to Don Beecher (Carleton University) for
his paper, “The Mentality of the Collector:
The Tradescants, father and son, from the
Ark to the Ashmolean.” The jury found
great merit in the author’s approach and
observed that the strength of this paper is in
its argument that the cabinet of curiosities
can be a key to unlocking the early modern
mind. These cabinets are in a sense brains,
bringing together a philosophical world
view in material form. The collections are
types of encyclopedia which give insights
into the ways learned men such as the
Tradescants straddled the worlds of wonder
and science.

Le prix Montaigne 2016, saluant la
meilleure communication donnée par un
membre non-étudiant de la SCER, a été
attribué a Don Beecher (Université
Carleton) pour sa présentation intitulée
« Les Tradescant, pére et fils, de I’Arche a
I’Ashmolean ». Le comité a jugé
I’approche de I’auteur trés méritoire dans la
mesure ou il envisage le cabinet des
curiosités comme un moyen d’accéder a
I’esprit de la premiére modernité. Ces
cabinets correspondent en quelque sorte a
des « cerveaux », capables d’exprimer une
conception philosophique du monde sous
forme matérielle. En fait, ces collections
constituent de véritables encyclopédies qui
donnent a voir comment des érudits comme
les Tradescant naviguaient avec aisance du
monde des merveilles a celui des sciences.
Le comité remercie tous ceux qui ont
soumis leurs textes pour les prix Erasme et
Montaigne 2016. La SCER / CSRS exprime
aussi sa reconnaissance envers les membres
du comité, Victoria Burke, Claude La
Charité et le président du jury, Luc

Vaillancourt, pour la lecture attentive et les
commentaires perspicaces de chacune des
contributions. S’il reconnait que la
participation a été moins forte que par le
passe, il se réjouit de la variété des sujets
traités. Au demeurant, il aimerait souligner
que tous les textes soumis seraient
publiables avec de légéres modifications.

comments on the submissions. While
acknowledging that there were fewer
contributions than in the past, the
committee notes that all submissions were
excellent. With some revisions, all of these
papers would be publishable, and we
encourage the authors to submit their work
to the journal Renaissance and Reformation
/ Renaissance et Réforme in the near future.

Erasmus, Luther, and More after
500 Years
A Proposed Special Issue

Submission Deadline: January 1% 2017

2016 and 2017 will witness three landmark
quincentenaries in  Renaissance and
Reformation studies. One is the publication
of  Desiderius  Erasmus’s Novum
Instrumentum (1516). The first widely
distributed Latin translation of the New
Testament in a millennium, it also
incorporated a facing-page edition of the
Greek New Testament that afforded a point
of departure for vernacular New
Testaments in German (tr. Martin Luther,
1522), French (tr. Jacques Lefévre
d’Etaples, 1523), Dutch (printed Jacob van
Liesvelt, 1526), and English (tr. William
Tyndale, 1526). These years also mark the
quincentenary of the publication of
Thomas More’s Utopia (1516), a humanist
dialogue of remarkable ambiguity and
penetrating social commentary. By
employing the classical dialogue form,
More followed his friend Erasmus, whose
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own Encomium Moriae (In Praise of Folly)
(first printed 1511) revitalized the classical
encomium in a wide-ranging satire directed
against perceived religious and political
abuses. It joins his Adagia, his Enchiridion
militis christiani his edition of Lorenzo
Valla’s notes on the New Testament, his
edition of St. Jerome’s letters, and his
Colloquies as among the most influential
printed works of the Northern Renaissance.
Martin Luther’s posting of 95 Theses on the
door of the Schlosskirche in Wittenberg is
traditionally dated to October 1517 and
represents the third upcoming
quincentenary. Luther produced his Contra
Henricum Regem Angliae (1522) in
response to Henry VIII’s Assertio Septem
Sacramentorum (1521), a work published
in the king’s name but actually written by
More and others. More responded in his
Responsio ad Lutherum (1523), his first
important religious polemic. After igniting
debate Luther was excommunicated by
Pope Leo X in the 1520 bull Exsurge
Domine and became subject to further
controversies. Not least of these is his use
of the biblical exile of the Hebrews to
Babylon, in De captivitate babylonica
ecclesiae (1520), as a metaphor for the fate
of a “true” and “invisible” Protestant
Church during years of perceived Roman
Catholic apostasy.

Reformation hopes to publish a special
issue to commemorate these books and
events. Contributions are invited on any
aspect of Erasmus, Luther, and More,
including their place within humanist
religious and scholarly thought; their
theology and creativity; their political
commitments; the reading and subsequent
editing of their works; their influence upon
their contemporaries; and more.

“Is Metaphor known only to those who
create it?” - Metaphors and Metaphoric
Language in the Renaissance

As early as ancient rhetoric metaphor and
its ancillary figures promoted the
development and success of various genres:
from oratory to poetry, from theatre to early
novels, authors were well aware of the
extraordinary potential of such literary
devices. In the Middle Ages and afterwards
in the Renaissance metaphors were not only
a sign of the tendency to emulate ancient
works but they also played a role in the
question of whether or not poetry, and
literature in general, had to be interpreted
literally or allegorically.

The aim of this session is to look at texts
that capitalize on metaphors in theory or in
practice throughout the Renaissance in any
European literatures. Possible topics
comprise, but are not limited to:

- Theoretical treatises and commentaries
that tackle the definition of metaphor and
more broadly of metaphoric languages;

- Works where metaphors realize comic or
satirical effects, such as comedies,
novellas, love poems, and burlesque poetry;

Northumbria University

The UK’s decision to leave the European
Union constitutes the most momentous
separation of British-European political
culture since the Protestant Reformation,
dragging questions of localised political
autonomy into the spotlight. Ongoing
nationwide movements toward political
devolution are transforming notions of
political agency in terms of the regional
and local. As scholarly and public interest
in ideas of British political identity
continues to sharpen, this conference
explores themes of division and
devolution in drama written at the dawn of
the British Empire. Looking to Britain’s
uncertain future by learning about its past
can tell us much about how literature
responds to drastic political change, not
least in terms of the territories (real and
imagined) with which it is invested.

This call for papers seeks to address
questions relating to territory and politics
at the dawn of the British Empire, and to
explore how those questions were
unpacked through the medium of dramatic
performance.

The panel will welcome any proposal
dealing with the reception of Ancient
drama in scholarly works during Early
Modernity. The first objective of the panel
will be to examine the nature of these works
and in what way they have grown to be at
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the heart of reflections on the way this
theatre was understood or made to be
understood by its readers. It will also try to
grasp in what way these works either echo,
define or set aside some of the debates on
contemporary vernacular theater. The
construction of a text, its translation (if
required), analysis, explanation, criticism
or indexing in plays written by Aeschylus,
Sophocles, Euripides, Aristophanes, as
well as Plautus, Terence and Seneca, can be
seen as so many literary tasks embraced by
scholars, each driven by a range of
objectives.

If the humanistic ideals of curiosity and
freedom are necessary motives which seem
to guide the well-read towards Ancient
texts, the different historical, political and
literary contexts in Europe have not always
been favorable to such works. Very often
something is indeed at stake in the
productions and underlying motivations of
these learned men for whom this approach
to drama can only be passed on as a
contribution to intellectual progress. But it
can also represent a challenge, an obstacle,
even a danger, against which they would
have had to protect themselves or find a
relevant justification.

The panel also hopes to explore the
scholarly works of a period which starts
in the XVI™ and extends all the way to
the XVIIIM century: from principes
editions to Father Brumoy’s Greek Theatre
(1730), from the translations in Latin verse
to the more complete translations in the
vernacular, including the ad verbum
translations as well, it is indeed a period
when the editorial work of the Classics
starts to gather momentum and when
critical arguments are thus Dbeing
formulated.

These scholarly works, whether they be
placed alongside theatrical texts, namely in
certain editions where prefaces, essays,
dissertations, commentaries are added to
the final volume, or whether they appear in
separate texts, they often convey a vision of
Ancient drama which, as such, has not yet

been explored. This vision, of course,
cannot be seen as a single, identical and
unchanging vision. On the contrary, it
varies all throughout the period, according
both to national traditions as well as the
conceptions of each author, depending on
the play at hand.

The panel should highlight this abundance
whilst asking questions which will allow us
to tackle this large, theoretical corpus in the
most joint and enthusiastic way.

Possible topics and suggestions include:

o Language issues: what relationship
did these works have with Ancient
languages? Were they written in
Latin or in the vernacular, and why?
Were the translations poetic, literal
or ad verbum? What are the choices
made in terms of metrics?

o Historical and political contexts:
what are the concerns, the
objectives, the issues at stake,
including the risks, of the editorial
process, namely studying and
staging Ancient drama, either in a
pacified Europe or in a Europe torn
by the Wars of Religion and
boundary disputes?

e Drama and performance: Were
the plays intended to be performed?
What adaptations were
recommended?

e Texts and readers: Were they read
by drama theorists? The educated
public? Were they the sole concern
of professors? Were they in any
way made to fit the teaching of
Ancient languages? Or of drama?
What pedagogical approach to
drama did they offer?

e Role played by scholarly works:
what sort of resonance or impact did
they have? What trace or aftermath
did they leave behind? How did one
work influence the other or, more
generally, influence the later
reception of Ancient drama? What
new concepts did they produced?
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o Editors, translators, printers:
who was interested in Ancient
dramatic texts? What were the
leading figures? What were their
links with the world of theatre? In
what way were they made to appear
in and/or alongside theatrical texts?

« History of books: how can one find
common grounds between a
flourishing, scholarly literature and
the history of books? What are the
material evolutions which both
explain, restrict the choices and
define the postures of
commentators?

The 10th Celtic Conference in Classics will
take place in Montreal (Canada), from 19-
22 July, 2017. The Conference provides
panels with up to 15 hours of papers and
discussion across four days. For this panel
we are asking for papers of 30 minutes in
length, with 10-15 minutes for questions
and discussion.

From the 1960s when Robert Bolt wrote A
Man for All Seasons first for BBC radio,
then for television and finally for the stage,
to the 2010s when Hilary Mantel’s
successful novel Wolf Hall was adapted to
the stage and then for television, the past
several decades have witnessed a renewed
interest in medieval and early modern
England among contemporary writers and
audiences.

The extended period from the Protestant
Reformation to the Glorious Revolution
provides novelists, playwrights, and
screenwriters with material through which
to engage pressing current issues, and the
success of their works among diverse
socio-economic, ethnic, and generational
groups indicates a popular phenomenon
that reaches beyond academic and artistic
communities.
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This international conference, organized by
EMMA at University Paul-Valéry in
Montpellier, France, aims to understand
why contemporary playwrights find this
particular past appealing. More precisely, it
aims to shed light on the political and
cultural significance of medieval and early
modern England for twentieth- and twenty-
first century writers and audiences.
Centring on contemporary theatre in the
English-speaking world, it invites scholars
of medieval, early modern, and
contemporary drama, performance, and
culture to submit papers on any of the
following topics:

o History Plays: what do playwrights
deem useful about the past in the
creation of politically-committed
theatre? Could such a distant period
be considered as a valid mirror
image of our contemporary world?
How are the uses of the past today
comparable to the way it was used
by medieval and early modern
dramatic writers?

Our plenary speaker will be British
playwright and writer David Edgar, who
has had more than sixty of his plays
published and performed on stage, radio
and television around the world.

Most
recently, in Written on the Heart, which
was produced in 2011 by the Royal
Shakespeare Company on the occasion of
the four-hundredth anniversary of the King
James Bible, Edgar exposed the historical
situatedness and composite composition of
this “authoritative” text of scripture.

Early Modern Satire

Early Modern Satire Themes, Re-
Evaluations, and Practices Early modern
satire — broadly, from c. 1500 to c. 1800 —
IS a vast but still underexamined field of
representation. Although flourishing in
certain periods and certain places, satire can
be said to be integral to the European
project, often challenging the limits of
tolerance and evoking hostility but also
associated, increasingly in this period, with
notions of freedom and enlightenment. This
conference, hosted by Gothenburg
University, seeks to position satire as a
mode of representation throughout early
modern Europe and clarify its role in
politics, culture and religion. We seek
proposals from scholars in all fields who
work on aspects of satire in the period.
Especially welcome are contributions that
explore satire as a form of representation
existing across boundaries — of territories,
of genres and/or periods. We also welcome
proposals that situate satire in a wider
aesthetic  context, including  cross-
disciplinary work that seeks to address
satire as a mode of for example visual
representation. Topics may include, but are
not limited to:
The mediation of satire. Described
variously as a “genre” and a “mode”, satire
often transgresses medial and generic
boundaries during the early modern period.
Is satire more of an “intermedial”
phenomenon in certain periods and places?
The gendering of satire. Early modern
satire in has been characterized as very
much a male enter-prise. Are there
variations over time and between places, as
regards for example female authorship, and
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in terms of form and theme, how does satire
depict aspects of femininity and
masculinity?

Satire and censorship. Always having had a
complex relationship with authority, satire
in the early modern period also saw the rise
of the print medium and various attempts at
regulating published output. How do
censorship and other forms of regulative
interventions shape satirical texts (in a wide
sense)?

Perspectives on the classical heritage.
Although a thoroughly investigated field,
the relationship between early modern
satire and its classical predecessors is still
relevant as a field of inquiry. Just how
dependent was early modern satire on its
Horatian, Juvenalian and other role
models?

Satire and religion. While relating to
classical forms and themes, satire also has
a complex relation to Christian religion as
both a target and a formative system of
belief. In what ways do changes in religious
institutions and norms affect the production
of early modern satire?

Satire and medical discourse. The frequent
description of satire as “melancholy”, for
example, suggests links to humoral theory
and other aspects of physiology. To what
extent can satire be under-stood in such
terms?

Satire and the canon. While for example
literary history has ascribed a central role to
satire in the 18th century, scholarly
discussions are often based on select
examples and relegate others to the margin.
What are the social and historical
determinants of the “lasting appeal” of
certain satirical texts?

Keynote speakers: Howard Weinbrot & Ola
Sigurdson. Presentations are strictly limited
to 20 minutes in length. A 250-word
abstract, a title, and a 50-word biographical
statement should be submitted to
earlymodernsatire@lir.gu.se by 4 January,
2017.

Religious conversion is a highly personal
phenomenon — Augustine under the fig tree
has the company of the voices of children
and a found biblical verse, Luther spends
days in solitary conversation with Paul’s
Letter to the Romans, Cassius Clay is in
dialogue with one or two sympathetic
interlocutors. Yet conversion, as personal
as it often is, can also ramify outward into
the world with great force, galvanizing new
communities, breaking old ones, and
changing the political world utterly.

Early modernity sees conversion come into
full flower as a sublime instrument of
imperial power — a way for sovereigns to
exercise control over their subjects’ souls
as well as their bodies, whether those
subjects are Iberian Jews or Muslims,
French Protestants, English Catholics, or
the First Nations peoples of the Americas.
Conversion also becomes in the period a
surprisingly potent instrument of resistance
to the power of the State or the Church, a
way for subjects such as Bartolomé de las
Casas, Anne Askew, or Luther himself to
stand out against the powerful and even to
begin to create new conversional publics.

The year 2017 is the 500" anniversary of
the nailing of the 95 Theses to the door of
the Castle Church in Wittenberg. To mark
this momentous event in the long history of
the politics of conversion, the Center for
Renaissance Studies at the Newberry
