BB Franz Posset Awarded
First Natalie Zemon Davis Prize FR

Franz Posset has won the first Natalie Zemon Davis Prize for scholarship from the multi-
disciplinary journal Renaissance and Reformation / Renaissance et Réforme. Posset's essay is “Polyglot
Humanism in Germany circa 1520 as Luther's Milieu and Matrix: The Evidence of the "Rectorate
Page" of Crotus Rubeanus.” The essay appeared in Volume 27 of the Journal. Dr Posset is an
independent scholar living in Beaver Dam, Wisconsin, USA.

The Natalie Zemon Davis Prizes honours Professor Davis for her contributions to early
modern scholarship. She served as the Journal's first editor at its founding in 1964. The Jury was
Elizabeth Harvey, University of Toronto, Chair; Jane Couchman, York University; and Francois
Paré, University of Waterloo. The Prize carries a monetary award of CAD 500. More details on the
Prize are available at this site:

SASKATOON (SASKATCHEWAN), MAY 26-27-28

The next conference of the Canadian Society for Renaissance Studies will be held May 26-28 at the
Congress of the Canadian Federation for the Humanities and Social Sciences (CFHSS), hosted by The
University of Saskatchewan, in Saskatoon.

The CSRS invites members to submit proposals on any Renaissance topic of interest to them in all
disciplines : literature, philosophy, law, art history, medicine, etc.

* Special sessions

In addition to individual submissions, proposals for panel discussions on recent books by members are
encouraged. Topics for special sessions can also be proposed. Proposals for special sessions should be
addressed to the program director.

Digital Renaissance CSRS and the Society for Digital Humanities/Société pour 1'étude des médias
interactifs (SDH/SEMI) invite paper proposals for a joint session addressing computer applications in
Renaissance studies. Proposals should specify any preference for inclusion in this joint session. Contact and

Spaces of the book Joint Session APFUCC/CAUCPF (Canadian Association of University and College
Professors of French) and the CSRS, proposed by the CIERL (Centre International d'Etudes de la République
des Lettres) and by the research collective Editor! (University of Victoria).

Since the coming of the printed book, extratextual determinations concerning the volume as object, arrangement or
product have been curiously absent from any analysis regarding the text. Elements in the book such as page disposition,
format, or editorial interventions are ignored, compared to the textual entity. This joint session proposes to explore
editorial interventions like page-settings, paratexts, or choice of materials to include, which are not usually the object of
discussion. In the early days of the book, humanist printers were responsible for these matters; they were at the same time
editors, publishers, printers and book-sellers. The differentiation of roles and specializations opened up the way for
comments and creations of a transversal nature. Diachronic studies, fortunately, have now made it possible to understand
the models, revolutionary changes, and impact of early printing. The questions raised are relevant in 2007: How should
we envision new web publishing practices that exclude editorial intervention? Is the notion of humanist editing pertinent?
Can we, today, read an early text without having recourse to the discipline known as the history of the book?

THE ERASMUS PRIZE / LE PRIX ERASME

The Erasmus prize was awarded this year to Kelly De Luca for her
paper entitled “Sovereignty Theory and Legal Authority in Calvin’s
Case (1608)”.

The Erasmus Prize is for the best paper presented by a graduate student at the annual meeting.
The prize was established to celebrate the twentieth anniversary of the Canadian Society for
Renaissance Studies (1976-1996).The winning paper is selected by a three-person committee. The
Society presents the prize-winner with a certificate of excellence, a ticket to the annual banquet, and a
$100 cheque.

We invite our student members to propose a paper for the 2007 competition. To qualify, a
student must be enrolled in a program of graduate studies in the current year and must be a member
of the CSRS. The candidate must first send a one-page abstract of the paper to the Chair of the
Program Committee, Héléne Cazes (see the Call for Papers) before 10 January 2007, following the
normal procedure for proposing a paper for the Annual Meeting. Once this abstract is accepted, a
copy of the complete and final text should be given (in three paper copies) to the Vice-President,
Prof. Patricia Demers, on the last day of the conference, i.e. May 28, 2007.

Le Prix Frasme a été attribué, cette année, a Kelly De Luca pour
sa communication intitulée « Sovereignty Theory and Legal
Authority in Calvin’s Case (1608) ».

Le Prix Erasme récompense la meilleure communication présentée par un étudiant des cycles
supérieurs lors du congrés annuel. Le prix a été établi pour souligner le vingtiéeme anniversaire de la
Société canadienne d’études de la Renaissance (1976-1996). La sélection de la communication
s’effectue sur la recommandation d’un comité composé de trois membres. La Société remet au lauréat
un certificat d’excellence, un billet pour le banquet annuel et un cheque de 100 $.

Nous invitons nos membres étudiant(e)s a poser leur candidature au Prix Erasme 2007.
Pour étre admissible, il faut étre inscrit a un programme d’études supérieures pour 1’année en cours
et étre membre de la SCER.

Surprisingly little attention has been accorded to the fortunes of Caesar in Europe
during the early modern period. As far as French studies are concerned, although Cardinal
Grente's famous Dictionnaire des lettres francaises devotes a few pages to the images of
Caesar in medieval literature, nothing is said about the representation of the Emperor
during the 16th, 17th and 18th-centuries. Nevertheless, like Augustus or Alexander, Caesar
remains a key reference for the intellectual history and political thought of early modern
Europe. Yet, there is a gradual shift around the 1600s: to take but two French examples, if a
laudatory Devise du grand Henry IV ot il est comparé a César, et les guerres de la Ligue
avec celle de César et de Pompée was published in Utrecht in 1598, we find in 1652 a
Parisian Mazarinade pejoratively entitled Les curieuses recherches faites sur la vie de Jules
César, pour montrer les conformités de Mazarin avec les vices de ce Romain. These two
texts show that political representations associated with

Caesar have greatly mutated: a symbol of clemency in the Renaissance, the Emperor
tends to be considered a usurper after the end of the sixteenth century. The fortune of his
self-promoting Commentarii is also indicative of this negative evolution. With not less than
134 editions of this book between 1450 and 1599, Caesar, according to Peter Burke, stands
as the most famous and the most published historian of the Antiquity throughout Europe
in the sixteenth century, whereas only 55 editions were issued in the seventeenth century.

Both in popular and in academic discourse, politeness has recently experienced a
resurgence of interest. Questions of politeness, of propriety, of manners and conduct have
moved - once again - into the centre of attention. However, the topic has rarely been
discussed in the light of the questions and parameters of cultural analysis - as a situative
communicative system tailored to the specific needs of societies or cultures in transition, as
a highly gender-specific regimen of body and language, as a means of mediation between
cultural groups that provides a basis for social or intercultural communication; as a flexible
and undogmatic instrument to create order in the absence of stable rules and codes.

This conference wants to focus on the dynamics of politeness, its rhetoric, behaviour
codes and on the cultural functions of politeness. It addresses the question why discourses
of politeness and courtesy feature prominently at certain times while they are neglected at
others and also why we, in our own historical moment, might be interested in the history
and practice of politeness. It wants to look at the gender- specific codes and the
disciplinary impetus of courtesy and politeness, and at its impact on the formation of the
subject as well as society.
