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This brief report on Renaissance and Reformation | Renaissance et Réforme draws attention to
noteworthy changes and achievements during 2023.

Randa El Khatib (UTSC) resigned in November to pursue a career outside the academy. We are
grateful to Randa for a substantial contribution to R&R during her term as associate editor and for
managing her departure so that we had enough reviews of digital resources in the pipeline to carry
us well into 2024. Associate editors Megan Armstrong (McMaster) and Renée-Claude Breitenstein
(Brock) continued their exemplary work on special issues and book reviews respectively.

The 2022 Natalie Zemon Davis Prize for the best article in volume 45 was awarded to Odile
Panetta for her article, “Heresy and Authority in the Thought of Théodore de Béze,” 45.1 (2022),

33-72.

Committee report
Odile Panetta’s essay provides a necessary reassessment of the influential Reformed theologian,

Théodore de Beéze. “Heresy and Authority in the Thought of Théodore de Béze” persuasively
demonstrates that scholars have mischaracterized Béze’s Anti-Bellius and his views on religious
coercion and the punishment of heretics, either because their readings of this early work by Beze
align with his contemporary advisories, or because they wish to see in this early work a glimmer of
a Calvinism that advanced concepts of political liberty. Panetta reads Anti-Bellius closely,
describing with considerable detail Béze’s advocacy of religious coercion on theological, political,
and legal grounds. Importantly, this essay provides a clearer picture of Beze’s views for the
punishment of heretics, views that had widespread impact across Europe and in Puritan
settlements of North America.

Our heartfelt thanks go to the committee members, Dennis Britton (University of British
Columbia) and Erin Rowe (Johns Hopkins University), and to Megan Armstrong for overseeing the
adjudication process.

In 2023, we published four issues, including two special issues:
45.3  ‘Hi cursus fecere novos...” Studies in Latin Humanism. Edited by Myron McShane and John
Nassichuk.
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461 The Representation of Protestant Communities vis-a-vis the Political Powers (16th-17th
centuries). Edited by Lorenzo Comensoli and Paul-Alexis Mellet.

We also made substantial progress on the remaining issues of volume 46 (2023) and anticipate
their publication in early 2024, which will help to close the production gap that developed during
the pandemic.

In September, we activated the Open Journal Systems submission module to improve workflow
and tracking. Our warm thanks to Hossein Gholizadeh and Olivier Séguin-Brault for their
attention to the myriad details of the module and for a smooth launch.

We released a full run of R&R on an open access platform, the Canadian Humanities and Social
Sciences Commons: hsscommons.ca. R&R is a contributor to a space for early modern studies in
collaboration with INKE (inke.ca) and Iter Press (IterPress.org). Our special thanks to Graham
Jensen for managing the upload to the platform.

- Subject/Object and Beyond: Women in Early Modern France. Essays in Honour of Colette
Winn. Edited by Nancy Frelick and Edith Benkov. R&R’s first supplementary volume is
scheduled to appear in early 2024 in the book series, Reflections on Early Modernity |
Réflexions sur la premiére modernité.

- Progress continues to be made in making back issues available via Erudit. In 2023, the
Erudit team processed v33.1 (2010) to v35.4 (2012).

- A working group met in early 2022 to lay the groundwork for a comprehensive overhaul of
R&R in matters of equity, diversity, and inclusion. This initiative will lead to implementing
changes in our infrastructure, our policies and practices, and our public facing documents.

The positive energy and drive of the journal’s team and extended family continues to be nothing
short of spectacular. Let me close this report by offering my profound thanks to Megan
Armstrong, Renée-Claude Breitenstein, and Randa El Khatib (associate editors); the members of
the editorial and advisory boards; Olivier Séguin-Brault (managing editor); David Douglas, Beth
McAuley, Samantha Rohrig, and Olivier Séguin-Brault (copyeditors, proofreaders, and
translators); Matthew Coleman and Christian Veilleux (Iter Fellows); Hossein Gholizadeh
(webmaster); Graham Jensen and Caroline Winter (Canadian HSS Commons); Natalie Oeltjen
(CRRS); Jessica Clark (Erudit); Raymond Siemens (INKE); and Marian Cosic, Margaret English-
Haskin, and Anabela Piersol (Iter Press).

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Report 2023-24, Leah Knight, Ontario Regional Representative, CSRS / SCER

In July, I circulated to the other regional representatives for their feedback a draft letter in English that
built on prior recruitment materials. Oliver Séguin-Brault translated the letter to French. Elizabeth Sauer
invited all regional representatives to circulate the letter more than once before the May 2024 Congress,
with emendations as appropriate each time.

To identify addressees for the Ontario letter, I integrated information from current and expired
membership lists and Nicholas Terpstra's 2012 document, "Renaissance Studies in Canada: An overview
of Research Centers, University Programs and Faculty." I hired a student assistant to search profiles at
Ontario universities for faculty and graduate students with relevant research and teaching interests. A
table listing 224 names, institutions, online profiles, and email addresses was compiled.
